Heritage Fund
Improvements
Recommended
Parks Board Should Track
Staff Time, Audit Says

Although the Arizona State Parks
Board has sound procedures in place
for acquiring property for Heritage
Fund projects, the agency could do a
better job evaluating and setting prior-
ities on future purchases, the Arizona
auditor general says.

The Office of the Auditor General
on July 5 issued a 40-page report on
the Heritage Fund, which is adminis-
tered by the State Parks Board. In
addition to doing a better job setting
priorities on purchases, the Parks
Board could improve its monitoring of
grants once they’re awarded. And the
board needs to better track staff time
spent on Heritage Fund activities, the
audit report states.

The Heritage Fund was created
through a voter initiative in 1990. The
program uses funds for a number of projects that
are “designed to preserve, protect and enhance Ari-
zona’s natural and scenic environment and its his-
torical and cultural heritage,” the summary of the
audit report states.

Kenneth E. Travous, executive director of the
Parks Board, stated in his formal response to the
audit report that, “While we quibble with some of
the nuances of the findings and do not concur with
a few of the recommendations, we find the assess-
ment to be thorough, fair, and to be a platform for
making a good program even better.”

The Parks Board agreed to implement six of the
seven recommendations for improving the Heritage
Fund program. Since fiscal 1999, the Heritage
Fund has spent $14.5 million to acquire property
for six projects:

• Four properties totaling 156 acres for the
Verde River Greenway. The 1.5-mile trail, part of
the Dead Horse Ranch State Park near Cotton-
wood, is part of one of only five riparian willow
stands in Arizona.

• Five acres to protect Kartchner Caverns
State Park.

• Three properties totaling 111 acres to protect
and preserve Sonoita Creek Natural Area.

• One property of three-tenths of an acre to acquire
a private property within a state park’s boundary.

• 21,131 acres to preserve the San Rafael Ranch.
• 2,134 acres to protect the area at Spur Cross

Ranch near Cave Creek.

Courts Uphold Mine
Inspector’s Candidacy

A Maricopa County Superior Court has ruled
in favor of the re-election candidacy of state
Mine Inspector Doug Martin, a Republican.

Judge Mark Santana rejected a legal chal-
lenge by Ken Hallock, Mr. Martin’s Democ-
ratic opponent in the Nov. 5 election. Mr.
Hallock’s suit alleged that Mr. Martin is ineli-
gible to run in 2002 because of conflicting
provisions in two voter-approved ballot meas-
ures from the 1992 general election. 

Judge Santana ruled that there is no con-
flict in the two measures, which set a limit of
four consecutive terms for the mine inspector,
and increased the length of a term to four
years. The result is that Mr. Martin remains
on the ballot.

On July 8, the Arizona Supreme Court
affirmed the lower court ruling.

An Arizona Supreme Court
justice who made a donation to
the Arizona Clean Elections
fund last year has recused him-
self from hearing a lawsuit
related to public funding of
political campaigns.

Even though personal contri-
butions to the Clean Elections
fund are not at issue in the case

of May v. Bayless, Justice
Stanley Feldman on July 9
decided to remove himself from
hearing the case because, he
said, his contribution “might
lead a reasonable person to con-
clude that he strongly favors
clean elections and therefore
might not be impartial to the
issues raised in the case.”

The Institute for Justice,
which represents the plaintiff

seeking to have a major source of
funding for Clean Elections over-
turned and sought to have Mr.
Feldman recused from the case,
applauded the justice’s decision. 

“He’s obviously a man of
high integrity, and we’re not
surprised,” Tom Liddy of the
Institute for Justice said. “It’s
the right thing to do.”
